Dear Ron and Mary,

You have submitted a request to bury a private water line within a portion of the Town
right of way on Towers Road to bring water to #143 Towers Road. The request is
approved subject to the following conditions:

1) The installation shall be temporary until such time as municipal water s available
along the portion of Towers Road adjacent to or across the street from #143
Towers Road. At such time that municipal water is available, the private water
line permit to exist within the right of way shall terminate and the property owner
at that time shall be required to connect to municipal water. The property owner
shall also pay any water initiation fees (or similar hook-up fees) required by the
Town and shall also contribute on a proportionate basis Lo the cost of the main
water line if required by the Town.

2) The waterline installation shall not be placed in or impact the cxisting shoulder or
ditch along the edge of the road. In general, it must be buried at least 20 feet from
the centerline of the road. Metal rods shall be placed just below grade every 100
feet so the waterline can be located in the future.

3) As the owner, you are responsible to contact Dig Safe and have the arca marked
and Dig-Safe-cleared prior to excavation. You are also responsible for traftic
control during the installation, including installation of legal warning signs along
the road during construction.

4) All disturbed arcas shall be sceded and mulched. If the construction takes place
after October 15" and beforc April 15", the disturbed area shall have crosion
control matting placed over the excavated and restored area immediately upon
completion of the excavation. The Town Public Works Department is to be
notified 24 hours in advance of the work being inttiated.

5) The Town accepts no responsibility for the quality or quantity of water
transported within the private pipe line, now or at any future date. If the pipeline
were to freeze or break, no excavation shall occur in the right of way without
prior notification to the Town and Dig Salfe.
